Gender Pay Gap

Gender pay is different to equal pay, and we are committed to paying female and male employees
equally for carrying out the same or similar work.

The gender pay gap is a measure of the difference between men and women'’s average earnings
across the organisation, regardless of the position that they hold. All positions are included in
calculating the average figures and it shows the difference in the average earnings between men and
women.

We are pleased to report that our data has demonstrated that there is no cause for concern in
relation to any gender pay gap.

We have collated our data based on information at 6 April 2023, when our employees consisted of
494 women and 341 men.
